Answer True or False to each question.
1. During warm-ups, a player is wearing jewelry. The jewelry is illegal equipment and the player must remove it before continuing to participate in the warm-ups.

2. A match is being played on a portable court that is 1.25 cm (1/2 inch) higher than the surrounding surface. The surrounding surface is free from obstructions and safety hazards. The ball may be legally served from the surface beyond the portable court.

3. At the moment of service contact, R4 has one foot in contact with the sideline. R4’s foot is not touching the playing surface beyond the sideline, so there is no positional fault.

4. During play, both of Team R’s assistant coaches are allowed to stand in the free zone in front of their bench to give instructions to players on the court provided they are no closer than 1.75 meters from the sideline.

5. During a rally, a ball crosses the net to Team R’s court. S2, who is near the net, yells “Out!” toward R4, who is in position to play the ball. After hearing “Out!” from the opponent, R4 allows the ball to fall to the court, where it lands in-bounds. The R1 should assess an individual misconduct penalty to S2.
6. The Libero replaces player #8 in the back row. When the Libero’s position rotates to the front row, player #12 replaces the Libero. The assistant scorekeeper recognizes the illegal replacement immediately and should notify the referees before the contact of the next service.

7. When a team requests multiple substitutions during the same game interruption, all substitutes must enter the substitution zone simultaneously.

8. During a rally, R3 and S3 contact the ball legally and simultaneously above the top of the net. The ball then lands out of bounds on Team R’s side of the court. Team R wins the rally.

9. At the end of a non-deciding set, the R1 will whistle and indicate “end of set” and then whistle and signal the teams to immediately change courts without sending the teams to their respective end lines.

10. The R2 will blow a whistle 30 seconds prior to the end of the interval between sets to notify teams that they must return immediately to the court.
11. During play, the Team S Libero is in the front zone near the net. The ball is attacked by R2 and the Team S Libero reaches higher than the top of the net and attempts to block the ball but does not touch the ball. The Team S Libero’s action is an illegal block.

12. After the third team hit by Team S, R4 reaches over the net and attacks the ball before it enters the vertical plane of the net. Since the attack occurred after Team S’s third team hit, it is a legal play.

13. When a player becomes injured, no other substitution request can legally be made until the injury situation is resolved.

14. When the wrong player serves the ball, the scorekeeper should notify the referees at the end of the rally.

15. The designated Libero for Team S may legally wear a mesh vest over the team’s regular jersey, as long as the number on the jersey is visible through the mesh vest.

16. Team R’s setter is in position 2 (right front) and sets a ball toward a teammate in position 4 (left front). A Team S blocker, who is positioned across the net from Team R’s setter, jumps when the setter passes the ball and contacts the net. The ball is not near the blocker, and the net contact does not interfere with play. The Team S blocker has not committed a net fault.
17. When opposing teams each request a substitution during the same dead-ball period, the R2 always blows a separate whistle for each team’s request.

18. Substitutes must be seated on the team bench or located in the in the warm-up area. Substitutes in the warm-up area may not be closer to the court than their team bench.

19. A player may not legally touch the net cables outside the length of the net.

20. Players may legally participate in warm-ups and in the match with tape over earrings.

21. An injured Libero who has been replaced by re-designation may not return to play in a subsequent set in that match.

22. When an individual sanction is assessed to a player on the court, the R1 calls the player at fault to the referee stand and informs the player of the sanction.
23. Team R requests a substitution before the start of the match. Unless a starting player has been injured, the request is denied.

24. R5 is in the front zone near the net and jumps to try to make the team’s second contact. The ball enters the plane of the net where both R5 and S3 simultaneously and legally touch the ball above the top of the net. R5’s action is an illegal block.

25. The R1 authorizes the service and then Team S’s Libero replaces #10. The Team S server then contacts the ball. The R1 should stop play and assess a team delay sanction to Team S.

26. The R2 may whistle to stop play when the ball contacts the floor if the R1 is not in position to see such contact.

27. Player #7 enters the substitution zone and the R2 whistles to recognize the substitution request. The head coach immediately says that no substitution is wanted at that time. Once the substitution is recognized, the substitute is required to enter the match.

28. At the R1’s direction, the line judges may position themselves along the end line’s imaginary extension to the left of the server in order to identify a service foot fault.

29. A team delay warning was assessed to Team S during set 1. If Team S requests a third time-out later in the same match, an improper request is assessed.
30. A time-out request prior to the start of a match shall be denied.
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
